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The following information was taken from the records of the 1850, 1860, 1870, 1880, 1890, 1900, 1910, 1920, 1930 censuses of Albemarle and Augusta counties of Virginia.


Sampson and Evalina Smith were listed as inventory (slaves) of Larkin Hudson (owner).  The owner died in Albemarle County December 6, 1854. The property and inventory were sold to Mrs. Mary Hudson’s Estate, and on December 18, 1863 the properties were sold again. Sampson and Evalina were the parents of Theophilus Smith.
 Theophilus Smith married Mary Bryant January 29, 1868 in Albemarle County, VA.  Mary’s parents were John and Mary Bryant. Theophilus and Mary had seven children:

Henry was employed by the railroad, and he also did truck gardening.  Queenie, his wife was a homemaker and sold eggs and butter to the community.  Henry died at the age of 56 years old.

Harry Charles Smith Sr. was the oldest child and he married Susie Jones, and they had four children, three of whom died in infancy. Harry and his wife Susie grew up together in Staunton. Harry C. Smith Sr. learned two trades while attending Hampton Institute in Hampton Virginia.  He became a blacksmith and a farrier. After trade school he then went into the army.  He was a World War I veteran.  He worked many years with his trades, both in the military and owned a private business.  A historical fact to note is that during his military service, he shod General Pershing’s horse, “Black Jack”.  General Pershing was a famous military figure during World War I.  
Harry Smith was also well known throughout the area as a master blacksmith and farrier, where he worked with many horses on farms, racetracks and at his own shop.  Susie, his wife completed the Wannamaker Beauty School in New York, NY and went to work in Beckley, West Virg inia.  After marriage to Harry they moved back to Staunton and bought a house in Pointsville, better known now as Middlebrook Avenue. She owned a beauty shop on Augusta Street.  She worked for many years in both West Virginia and Virginia as a beautician, specializing in Caucasian hair, facials, and nails.  For family medical history, Harry Sr. died at the age of 71 from arteriosclerosis (hardening of the arteries), and his wife died of complications with hypertension (high blood-pressure).

Harry C. Smith Jr. was their only surviving child. Harry Jr. is deceased.  His wife, Dorothy Jones Smith, still resides in Staunton.  Harry C. Smith Jr. served in the U. S. Air Force and completed Hampton Institute.   After college he worked with the Marsten and Michael Metal Shop in Staunton. He and his wife then moved to New Jersey, and he worked in the Camden, New Jersey Shipyard for four years.  Harry and his wife returned to Staunton with their three children and worked a private business as a “tinsmith”.  He owned Smith Metal Shop” for many years and later returned to college to complete a degree in education and became an industrial arts teacher. He taught in Augusta County for 25 years.  His wife of 68 years (1949), Dorothy Smith completed Virginia State College and retired as an elementary school teacher after teaching 30 years in Virginia.  Harry and Dorothy Smith are the parents of four children, Janis Anita Smith Wilson, Harry Charles III, Wayne Alexander, and Steve Michael.

There are six grandchildren and five great-grands.
Janis S. Wilson married Michael E. Wilson both retired professionals.  Janis is a \retired school administrator  and graduate of James Madison and Syracuse Universities. Michaelis a  retired electrical engineer (Virginia State University). Their daughter Charmaine Patrice Wilson Diallo (husband Elhaji), and son - Michael Matthew Wilson, (wife Lindsay Becker). David was very active in his church and sang in one of the church choirs. Both  David and his wife Virginia are deceased, (David (2001).
Roy Eugene Smith was the eighth child of Henry and Queenie Smith.  His 
full name was Roy Eugene Smith, born December 28, 1907.  He grew up in
 Staunton, Virginia, where he completed high school and then went to 
Hampton Institute to pursue training to become a plumber. He was also a

 member of the Hampton Basketball team. He completed his 
training and was a successful plumber for more than 40 years.

While at Hampton Institute he met and married his wife, Alice Louise 
Coleman.
